Some of them change form when they are objects :
Je le prends
Je ne le trouve pas
Let’s learn the singular pronouns today :

Je Me Elle me regarde. She looks at me.

Tu Te Elle te regarde. She looks at vou.

I Le Elle le regarde. | She looks at him / it
Elle La Elle la regarde. She looks at her

Attention !
- Notice that these pronouns are placed between the subject and the
verb.
- Me, te, le or la may become m’, ¢’ or [’ when they are before a
verb that begins with a vowel or an unpronounced 4.
